The Board and Architectural Control Committee have written up new Rules and Regulations for the HOA.  They are included with this newsletter.  Make a point of looking them over as there are a few changes that have been made. 
Grilling Safety…Only propane grills are allowed to be used in the HOA per our insurance and fire safety.
· The grill should be place well away from the home, deck railings and out from under eaves and overhanging branches.

· Keep children and pets away from the grill area. 

· Keep your grill clean by removing grease or fat buildup from the grills and in trays below the grill.  

· Never leave your grill unattended.  

Propane Grills…Check the gas tank hose for leaks before using it for the first time each year.  Apply a light soap and water solution to the hose.  A propane leak will release bubbles.  If your grill has a gas leak, by smell or the soapy bubble test, and there is no flame, turn off the gas tank and grill.  If the leak stops, get the grill serviced by a professional before using it again. If the leak does not stop, call the fire department.  Do not remove the grill.

​​PARKING….
Owners are entitled to their garage and ONE (1) assigned parking space ONLY.  If you have more than two vehicles or are using your garage for something other than parking your car, additional vehicles must be parked outside of the Quail Crossing Townhomes complex. Patio/Garden Area:
No flowers or planters are allowed on the top of the fence in the patio area.  Hanging plants are allowed, and shall be maintained in good condition through the appropriate seasons.  Planters shall not be visible above the patio wall, and flower boxes can be fixed inside the patio but not outside the fence area.  Potted plants are allowed in the front door area of the unit.  The ACC recommends the use of 3’ Shepherd hooks for hanging planters.
Ice Cream Sandwich Dessert
17 miniature ice cream sandwiches, divided

1 jar (12 ounces) caramel ice cream topping

1 carton (12 ounces) frozen whipped topping, thawed

¼ cup chocolate syrup

1 Symphony candy bar (7 ounces) chopped

Arrange 14 ice cream sandwiches in an ungreased 9 x 13 x 2 in. dish.  Cut remaining sandwiches in half length-wise and fill in the spaces in the dish.  Spread with caramel and whipped toppings.  Drizzle with chocolate syrup.  Sprinkle with chopped candy bar.  Cover and freeze for at least 45 minutes.  Cut into squares.   Yield:  15-18 servings.
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
